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Report on the use of funds collected
through Rimi Lietuva UAB reverse vending machines
On 23 July 2019 Rimi Lietuva UAB and the Charity and Support Foundation Mamų unija signed a support agreement providing for a donation system in reverse vending machines (RVMs). 
The agreement stipulates that the funds donated through RVMs shall be used for the implementation of the Mamų unija Family Home project. 
As at 28 February 2020, the donations through RVMs reached EUR 1,825.05. 
In the Mamų unija’s Family Home this amount was allocated to the installation of:

The mission of the foundation is to ensure comprehensive assistance to each and every child suffering from an oncological illness and for his or her family, to make every effort to change the society’s attitude toward children with cancer and disabilities.
Mamų unija Family Home PROJECT:
Issue to be solved:
- parents and other family members coming to visit their sick child have no place to stay overnight;
- only one person is allowed to stay with a patient in a hospital room; usually that person is a mother;
- the majority of parents find it financially burdensome to stay in a hotel or some other type of accommodation. 
The Mamų unija project is designed to meet the needs of EVERY ill child and his or her family so that all the attention is focused on treatment and its success
Residential block:
· 10 mini-suites for the families of ill children accommodated to facilitate nursing and family household needs (with kitchenettes, WC (accessible for people with disabilities), closets, etc.). All suites shall have separate exits to private terraces.
· 1 of 10 of the suits conforms to the palliative care hospital room requirements.
· Onco-information centre. 
· The building block is expected to have a common sitting area, a dining-room and a kitchen equipped for common household purposes.
· 1 children’s play area.
· Laundry room.
· Administrative premises.
Rehabilitation centre:
· 6 rehabilitation rooms equipped for psychological spiritual, art, music and light therapies.
· Sports / kinesitherapy room.
· A swimming pool with the highest quality water-cleaning technology and rehabilitation equipment for people with disabilities.
Other household buildings and areas:
· Production facilities.
· Greenhouse for growing herbs and vegetables.
· Berry bushes and garden. 
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
